GOD’S PART

(Roman’s 5:1-2) Because God wanfts to see that your faith is genuine,
He gives terms of pardon so you can demonstrate that your faith in
Jesus is real.

e True Faith believes on Jesus as the only Savior!  (Acts 14:31)

e True Faith turns away from sin and turns towards God in
repentance!

e True Faith publicly confesses Jesus as Lord!  (Romans 10:9)
e True Faith is shown in baptism (immersion) into Christ!

Baptism is where you are linked to the saving death of Jesus, born
again, forgiven, and resurrected up from the grave to live a new life in
Christ.  (Romans 6:3-5) Baptism is not our work, but our faith in God's
work. (Colossians 2:12) This is the moment the gift of eternal life
becomes yours!
